• Free campsite during your 

service – most campsites include
electricity, as well as full water
and sewer hookups

• Free annual park entrance license
• Accessibility to phone hookups for 

internet access either on site or at 
the office

• Gasoline, groceries and other community
items are located in nearby towns 

Volunteers live and work in the park 
for as little as 30 days, or for as long as six
months, sharing their skills and talent for
the benefit of park visitors. Volunteers are
required to work a specified number of
hours each week, usually only 24 hours 
per person depending on the park.
